MSSA members may shoot any gauge, targets only, in 100-
target increments at the club’s practice round price plus
MSSA and NSSA daily target fees.

Doubles title event will be 100 targets total with 50 targets
on Saturday & 50 targets on Sunday.  One-day shooters
will have their doubles registered as additional targets.

5-person squads will be used.  One-gun shooters may
shoot their event at any time prior to and including the last
flight scheduled for that event.  Scores will not be posted
until following the first flight of the event.

Gun Champion will come out of class.
Ties will be settled by shootoff, stations 3-4-5, miss and out
by stations, fair pair.
